9 Days - Golden Circle, Ring Road and Snzefellsnes

In our multiday tours we stay out in the countryside and have the opportunity to enjoy more

beautiful sights because we don't spend time driving to Reykjavik in the evening. We carefully

pick our hotels, where there is good food and atmosphere. The accommodation, breakfast, and

two-course gourmet dinner are included. For Northern Lights hunters staying in the countryside

away from the light pollution, we often have a good opportunity to see them. On our tours you

will get to know everything about the nature, locals, their interesting food and folklore

Tour highlights:

Day one—Golden Circle sites
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After picking up the group from anywhere in the vicinity of Reykjavik or Keflavik Airport,
we stop by Mosfellshakari—the best bakery in Iceland—on our way out of town to the
adventures to come.

Drive the scenic road by Hafravatn, Nesjavallaleid, and Grafningur to the UNESCO site of
pingvellir (Thingvellir)

bingvellir, the Fields of Parliament, was founded in 930 AD at the boundaries of the North
American and Eurasian tectonic plates.

The historical site Vigda Laug by Lake Laugarvatn, where the people of Iceland have twice
changed religion.

Bruarfoss, the ever-blue waterfall.

Geysir spring area, with the erupting geyser Strokkur. Strokkur spouts every five to ten
minutes up to 30 meters or 100 feet up in the air. Sometimes less but when it spouts, it
can spout two or three times in a row. Best not to put your camera down!

Gullfoss waterfall is one of Iceland's most iconic tourist attractions. The waterfall is a
two-step waterfall where the first one is 11 meters (33 feet) and the second one is 22
meters (66 feet) high.

Braarhlod: A tranquil place where the massive river Hvita from the great waterfall runs
through a narrow ravine.

Walk behind the waterfall Seljalandsfoss.

Drive to our hotel in the south for dinner and a good night's sleep.
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Day two—The South Coast to the Vatnajokull National Park

Skogafoss, with its 430 steps to the viewing platform above and Kvernufoss waterfalls
are a few minutes apart. The hike to Kvernufoss is about ten to 20 minutes, depending on
how close you want to get.

Dyrhdlaey, which translates to "door hill island," is a cape that has a great view over the
black sand beach.

The ever-changing Reynisfjara black sand beach and basalt columns.

Vik town.

Fjadrargljufur is a magnificent gorge.

Hamrafoss waterfall is a short stop by the road.

Jokulsarlon, called the Glacier Lagoon, with its majestic icebergs.

Fellsfjara, called the diamond beach, where the icebergs have washed ashore on the
black sand beach.

Staying and dining in the area.

Day three—Further east

We enjoy the tranquility of the glacier lagoon in front of the Hoffeilsjokull outlet glacier
and witness how far the glacier has advanced and retreated in the past 300 years.

By Mt. Vestrahorn we dance or walk on water. Short walk to the “Viking village” from
season three in the TV series The Witcher and the beach in front of the picturesque
mountain.

At Djupivogur we visit Audun's stone museum and see the artwork Eggin i Gledivik.
Driving the mountain road Oxi gives a spectacular view over the bay and the lava layers
that form the steps in the valley below.

Staying and dining in the area of Egilsstadir.

Day four—Heading north
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Rjukandi waterfall

The recently famous Studlagil. Choose between a two-hour hike or the view from the
other side.

At Fjallakaffi, where we will have lunch this day, you have the option to taste the healing
Fjallagrasastpa moss soup.

Iceland'’s largest waterfall, Dettifoss, and his neighbor, Selfoss.

A one-hour hike in Jokulsargljafur. It is a gorge with basalt columns in all directions.
We will be staying and dining in the area of Lake Myvatn two nights.
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Day five—Lake Myvatn

e Hike up to the rim of the Hverfell crater.

e Dimmuborgir are lava formations unlike anything else. We hike in the area for an hour and
a half, visiting, among other things, the Gatklettur and the EIf Church.

e Here | recommend the steam-baked rigbraud with arctic char from the lake for lunch.

e Huverir is a colorful geothermal area. Short hike between the boiling mud pits and steam
vents.

e Viti (Hell) is a crater by the volcano Krafla formed in one single blast in 1724.

e Hofdiis a forested area by the lake. We hike in the area for half an hour.

e Grjétagja is a former bathing place for the locals but now only for viewing.

e Itis nice to end the day by enjoying The Nature Baths by Myvatn.

e Staying and dining again in the area.

Day six—The north

e Skutustadagigar are pseudocraters formed when a thick lava flow over a moist area or a
lake. The water underneath then boils and expands, finding its way to the surface.

e Homemade ice cream made from the milk at the farm is available.

e Godafoss is an iconic waterfall with beautiful nature-sculpted artwork by the side.

e Now it is time for shopping in the Christmas village and the farmers market on our way to
Akureyri town.

e In Akureyri | recommend trying one of the best geothermal swimming pools in Iceland. It
has 50-meter lap swimming lanes, different temperature hot tubs, a steam bath, slides,
and a cold plunge.

e We drive the Oxnadalsheidi to Skagafjérdur, stopping for the picturesque view of Hraun i
Oxnadal.

e Staying and dining in Skagafjcrdur.
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Day seven—Going to Stykkisholmur

e To see how people used to live in Iceland in the past centuries, we visit Glaumbeer, a turf
house complex where people lived until 1946.

e bristapar is a memorial of the last execution in Iceland. This about 15-minute stop is
totally recommended.

e Borgarvirki is a fortress, like a castle, built by nature.

e At Hvitserkur we see a rock in the ocean that resembles a dinosaur. We often see seals
there relaxing on the beach.

e Driving the valley Laxardalur to Eiriksstadir, to the place where Erik the Red lived before
settling in Greenland.

e The scenic road to Stykkishélmur, where we dine and stay the night.

Day eight—Snaefellsne Peninsula

e Sugandisey, short hike to the lighthouse for the view over the town and islands.

e The Greenland shark museum in Bjarnarhofn is not to be missed. Optional tasting of the
fermented shark.

e The picturesque Mt. Kirkjufell and Kirkjufellsfoss waterfall.

e Driving through the fishing villages of Olafsvik and Rif. Learning about who first visited
North America and who came to Iceland for information!

e Skardsvik is a brown sand beach with black rocks. Beautiful contrasts.

e At Djupalén and Dritvik you can find out how much salary you would have had on a boat
last century.

e bufubjarg is a viewing platform to see the iconic Londrangar standing in the ocean like
stranded trolls.

e A half-hour hike by the ocean from Hellnar to Arnarstapi, followed by a walk in the area
between beautiful rock formations in the ocean like Gatklettur and Musagja.

e Staying and dining in the area.
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Day nine—Borgarfjordur

e Olkelda is a natural spring with carbonated water.
e The seals at Ytri-Tunga are sometimes very close to where we see them.
e Gerduberg basalt columns forming a wall resembling a great fortress.
e Choose between:
o Atwo-hour hike to the rim of the Eldborg crater.
o  Glanni waterfall and Graborg crater.
e Hraunfossar and Barnafoss waterfalls are quite unique and definitely not to be missed,
though you have seen a hundred waterfalls before.
e Deildartunguhver is the largest hot spring in Europe, heating homes in two towns 45
miles away.
e Borgarnes is the town of the famous poet and crazy Viking Egill Skallagrimsson. We visit
a Viking grave and other historical places.

We are usually back in Reykjavik around 18.00 in the evening

Depending on weather and season, we may change the order of places visited.

Possible add-ons:

Horseback ride from Skalafell in the south. (1h) Day two.

Ice cave in Kotlujokull. (3h) Day two.

Horseback ride from Vik on the black sand beach. (1h) Day two.

Zodiac tour on Jokulsarlon or Fellslén. Available from April to September. (1h) Day two.
Amphibian boat tour on Jokulsarlén. Available from April to September. (1h) Day two.
Ice cave in Vatnajokull. Available from mid-October to March. (3h) Day three.

Vok baths. (2h) Day four.

Horseback ride from Skutustadagigar by Lake Myvatn. (1h)

Vatnshellir lava tube cave on the Snaefellsnes peninsula. (1h)
